Current Events:

As part of the humanities portion of this class, you will be assigned to do biweekly reports on current events around the world (once every 2 weeks, not twice a week).  The current event must be relevant to our current topic we are studying!  The news article you selected must be attached to your analysis of the article.   If you are absent the day a current event is due, you may turn it in to me a day early or email the assignment to me.  If you do not turn the article in the following class you are present for than the assignment is counted as a zero.  These news articles are an excellent way to keep you grade up so make sure you turn them in!
Late Assignments & Extra Credit
Late assignments – As a general rule I do not take any late work.  I will consider taking late work on a case-by-case basis and will not extend multiple gestures of kindness to the same student.  In other words, turn in your work on time or suffer the consequences.  If you are absent you are responsible for getting all makeup work and turning it in on time.  
Extra Credit – Extra credit is due one week before the end of the nine weeks.  You may choose to do a book report, a critical analysis of a film or listen to a plaidcast.  Only certain films and books have been approved.  If you have a film or book you would like to me to consider adding to my list I require a 2 page persuasive essay.
